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Preface

Fruitful work of Ukrainian arachnologists
during the last three decades, accumulation of
systematic, faunistic and ecological data on the
spiders of Ukraine, and continuing need in ex-
change of information encouraged us to launch
a systematization of the results obtained. The
papers of domestic specialists are often scat-
tered in various local journals written in Rus-
sian or Ukrainian, and therefore, inaccessible to
foreign researchers. Part of these data has al-
ready been reflected in some summarizing
works. In the Catalogue of the spiders of the
territories of the former USSR by K.G. Mi-
khailov and its later addenda (Mikhailov, 1997,
1998, 1999, 2000, 2012), Ukraine is referred as
part of the East European (=Russian) Plain,
with separate data on the Crimea and the Car-
pathians. The Catalogue of Russian spiders writ-
ten by D.E. Kharitonov deals with localities of
samples and authors of publications, but it dates
back to 1930ies (Kharitonov, 1932, 1936). Be-
sides, the western area of Ukraine was not then
part of the USSR and was not included in that
work. The Catalogue of the spiders of the Crimea
(Kovblyuk, 2004) gives more detailed informa-
tion on the localities and references as well as
zonal and habitat preferences of the species.
Modern detailed surveys on the spider fauna of
the Carpathians and the plain territory of Ukraine
are badly needed.

In our work, we would like to summarize
and give the fullest possible information on
faunistic investigations of the spider fauna of
Ukraine based on personal material, revision of
the collections available and literature data.
However, as a result, we have restricted our-
selves to Left-Bank Ukraine only, i.¢. a territory
stretches from the left bank of the Dnieper
River to the border with Russia. Traditionally,
the plain territory of Ukraine is divided into the
right- and left-bank parts along the Dnieper
flow that is justified both historically and bio-
geographically. The right-bank part has been so
little studied that the generalization of these
data would clearly be premature. The first re-
sults of our work were presented at the 22"
European Colloquium of Arachnology (Pol-
chaninova, Prokopenko, 2005).

The catalogue consists of three parts. The
first one includes a historical review, brief geo-
graphical information on the study area, meth-

odology, and analysis of the state of knowledge
of the spider fauna of administrative regions.
The second part is a catalogue per se, and the
third part is a literature index. In this index, we
included not only direct citations but also all
papers concerning spiders of Left-Bank
Ukraine.
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Introduction

Historical review

Arachnology in Ukraine developed as part
of arachnological science of the Russian Em-
pire and later of the USSR. The history of
Russian/Soviet arachnology was briefly de-
scribed and presented by K.G. Mikhailov at the
21 European Colloquium of Arachnology
(Mikhailov, 2004), and then the history of Ukrai-
nian arachnology was considered in more detail
by one of the authors (NP) at the 22" European
Colloquium (Polchaninova, Prokopenko, 2005).

In this book, we supplement the previous paper
with new data.

The first period of accumulation of faunistic
data on the spiders of Russian Empire began in
1860ies with the so-called Academie de Sci-
ences expeditions for the study of Russian na-
ture. Scarce information on spiders were scat-
tered in the works of such prominent naturalists
ofthe pastasP.S. Pallas, J.P. Falk, S.G. Gmelin,
I.I. Lepekhin, E.G. Laxmann and others
(Mikhailov, 2004). In particular, J.P. Falk
(1786) and S.G. Gmelin (1788) found Lycosa
singoriensis in the Crimea, and that was the first
spider species recorded from the territory of
contemporary Ukraine. The next records of
spiders of various areas appeared more then 40
years later. Considering modern administrative
division, 10 species were reported for Zhyto-
myr and north of Kyiv Area, 10 species for
Khmelnytsk Area (Eichvald, 1830) 2 species
for Zaporizhzhia Area (Schlatter, 1836; Shatil-
ov, 1866); 5 species for Kharkiv and 3 species
for Odesa Area (Krynitsky, 1837); 17 species
for Kamianets-Podilskyi vicinities, Khmelnytsk
Area (Belcke, 1853, 1859); and 5 species for
Dnipropetrovsk Area (Nordmann, 1863).

The first special arachnological paper be-
longed to V. Reingard (1874, 1877), in which
he recorded and partly described 32 species for
Kharkiv Area. The second one was the famous
Verzeichniss Siidrussischer Spinnen by T. Tho-
rell (1875) that greatly enriched the knowledge
on the spiders of the South of the Russian
Empire. It recorded 245 species from Kharkiv,
Dnipropetrovsk, Kherson, Odesa areas, and the
Crimea, of which 10 species were described as
new to science. Further investigations in the
late 19— early 20" century resulted in publica-
tions of checklists of spiders collected in partic-
ular regions of Ukraine: 27 species for Dnipro-
petrovsk vicinity (Freiberg, 1897); 79 species
for Kyiv, Chernihiv and Poltava areas (Luky-
anov, 1897); 55 species for Provallia village,
Luhansk Area (Greze, 1909); 136 species for
the South of Kherson Area and the Crimea
(Spassky, 1927); and 47 species for Mykolaiv,
Odesa and Kherson areas (Perepeshina, 1931).
A culmination of this period was Katalog der
Russischen Spinnen and its addendum (Khari-
tonov, 1932, 1936) that listed 337 species for
the whole Ukraine — but without its western
areas, which did not belong to the Soviet Union
in that time, and 182 species for the left-bank
area (179 with regards to modern synonymy).

Further arachnological studies in Ukraine
experienced more than 30-year gap associated
with the Second World War, political repres-
sion, and an announcement of arachnology as
an “unpromising science”. The third period be-
gan in late 1960ies with the publications of
identification guides (Azheganova, 1968; Uto-
chkin, 1968; Tyshchenko, 1971). The last one —
Identification key to spiders of the European
part of the USSR played a key role in develop-
ment of the Soviet arachnology. It aroused in-
terest in students and postgraduates of the 1970—
1980ies, and many young researchers launched
their works in various regions of the country. In
Ukraine, this period was opened with a PhD
thesis on the Ukrainian Carpathians (Legotay,
1973) and a paper about spiders of Kharkiv and
Poltava areas (Astakhova, 1974).

The Catalogue of the spiders of the former
USSR lists 808 species for the whole Ukraine
including 421 species for the Carpathians and
311 species for the Crimea (Mikhailov, 1997).
For the year 2009, this list has been enlarged to
958, 485 and 500 species, respectively (Mi-
khailov, 2012). An updated checklist of the
spiders of the Crimea numbers more than 500
species (Kovblyuk, 2011). However, this data
does not still reflect a real taxonomic diversity
of the spiders of these territories.

In our book, we study in detail all publica-
tions concerning spiders of Left-Bank Ukraine.
D.E. Kharitonov (1932, 1936) had only 24 pa-
pers to be summarized in his catalogue (the
most important of them are listed in Table 1).
Nowadays, this list has increased to 238 sourc-
es. Most of them provide the results of ecolog-
ical-faunistic studies in natural habitats of var-
ious regions of Left-Bank Ukraine. The forest
zone, the so-called Ukrainian Polissia (Fig. 1),
has been investigated mainly by K.G. Ev-
tushenko (1991a, b, 1992, 1993). Spiders of the
forest-steppe zone were studied thanks to the
works of V.G. Gnelitsa (1990b, 1993a, 1998a,
b, 2000); V.I. Kirilenko, M.V. Legotay (1984);
N.Yu. Polchaninova (1989, 2003a, 2005b,
2010a), and E.M. Singayevskyi (2009b, 2010).
The authors of this book have focused their
attention on the spider studies in the steppe
zone, with a particular interest to protected
areas (Polchaninova, 1990a, b, 1992a, 1995b,
2006b; Prokopenko, 1998a, b, 2000a, 2001a, b,
2001 (2002). Our colleagues have also made a
significant addition to these researches (Gury-
anova, Khomenko, 1991; Gnelitsa, 2001, 2011,

2012; Evtushenko, 2005). A place of material
deposit and the number of species in each col-
lection is given in Table 1.

Much attention was given to spiders of trans-
formed landscapes, in particular, city parks
(Prokopenko, 2001b, 2003a) and spoil banks of
coal mines (Prokopenko, 1999a,2001b). Dwell-
ings and households have also been studied
(Evtushenko, 1991a; Fedoriak, Rusenko 2009;
Fedoryak, Zhukovets, 2010). Systematic branch
of arachnology is developed by V.A. Gnelitsa
(Sumy), M.M. Kovblyuk (Simferopol), and
A.A. Nadolny (Simferopol). A range of Linyphi-
idae (Gnelitsa 2001, 2007, 2011), Gnaphosidae
(Kovblyuk, 2005, 2006, 2007), and Dysderidae
species (Kovblyuk et al., 2008) were described
and/or redescribed and illustrated on the mate-
rial from the left-bank area. Only few papers
concern spider phenology (Zyuzin, Tyshchen-
ko, 1978; Prokopenko et al., 2009), trophic
ecology (Polchaninova, 1990d, 1993b; Polchan-
inova, Prisada, 1995), morphological variabili-
ty of populations (Prokopenko, Zhukov, 2008),
and accumulation of heavy metals by spiders of
industrial enterprises (Prokopenko, Kulbach-
ko, 2002).

As a result, a total of 790 spider species
have been recorded for Left-Bank Ukraine since
1836 to 2012, of which 39 records are errone-
ous, 41 need confirmation, and one nomina

dubia. Thus, we consider finds of 709 species to
be valid for this territory. 25 species were first
described from the study area, 20 of them are
still valid.

Methodology

Ukraine is situated in East Europe between
44°26’-52°36'N and 22°09'—40°15’E, and cov-
ers the area of 603 700 km?. It borders with
Belarus in the North, Russia in the North and
East, and with Poland, Slovakia, Hungary,
Moldova, and Romania in the West. The main
part of the country is located within the East
European, or Russian Plain, with the Carpathian
Mountains in the West and the Crimea peninsu-
la in the South. The plain part of Ukraine lies in
three climatic zones: Forest, Forest-steppe and
Steppe (map, Fig. 1). The steppe zone is divid-
ed into three subzones: multiherbaceous-bunch-
grass, or forb-fescue-feathergrass steppes,
bunchgrass steppes and sagebrush-bunchgrass,
or semi-desert steppes (Geo-botanical ranging
of the Ukrainian SSR, 1977).

The spiders were collected in 214 localities
within the territory of Left-Bank Ukraine. Each
locality is indicated under corresponding num-
ber on the map, one dot may represent more
than one close locality (Figs 2—6). Some litera-

ture sources concern administrative units (Pol-
tava and Kharkiv areas, Kobeliaky District) or
geographical regions (Chernihivske Polissia,
Lower Dnieper) without specification of the
localities. In this case, the area or region is
marked on the map as an empty circle. Such
references as “Southeast of Ukraine, forest-
steppe zone of Ukraine, steppes of Ukraine,
etc.” are not mapped. The localities are listed
within administrative areas from northwest to
southeast (Appendix); for each locality, we give
the Ukrainian, Russian, and English name. The
English one is transliterated according to the

last official rules approved by the Cabinet of
Ministers of Ukraine (Decree No.55 27 of Jan-
uary 2010). For administrative units of Ukraine,
we use “Area” instead of “Oblast” and “Dis-
trict” instead of “Raion”.

Some papers give only the name of a nature
reserve or other protected territory without their
geographical location. We have established the
location of these sites and specified the nearest
settlement, which has a corresponding number
in our list. Protected territories and their geo-
graphical localities are arranged as a supple-
ment to Appendix table (Supplement 1). We

also listed separately the old names of settle-
ments, as they had been cited in literature, and
gave their relevant modern names (Supple-
ment 2).

In the text of the catalogue, the families are
presented in the systematic order after Platnick
(2012); the genera and species within the fami-
lies are given in an alphabetical order. Each
species is provided with follow information:

RECORDS: the name of administrative area
is given as the name of its main city in both bold

and italics; for instance, Kharkiv Area —
Kharkiv. Then, the localities are listed in square
brackets (number and name) with a reference to
a publication or personal data — [87. Haidary]
Polchaninova, 2009a; [163. Yasynuvata] EP
pers. data. If a paper regards two localities
without specification in which one the species
was found, the localities are given in brackets
by a coma [197. Heroiske, 198. Rybalche]; in
case of two or more localities that delineate the
area in question, they are given by a dash [48.
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36"E

Hurbintsi — 49. Usivka]. If the species has been
recorded under another name, it is written in
parentheses after the author’s name — Polcha-
ninova, 1990 (Eresus niger) as a synonym,
Polchaninova, 1990 (sub A. tepidariorum) in
case of erroneous identification. If the author
refers the species according to literature data,
his name is written in italics — Kharitonov,
1932, If the record is based on the other unpub-
lished data, first we write this date and then, the
reference in italics — NP pers. data; Prokopen-
ko, 1998. 1f the author has published his data
later, his personal data are omitted — Prokopen-
ko, 2001a; Polchaninova, Prokopenko, 201 1b.
When referring to personal data, the follow-
ing abbreviations are used: AG — Alexander

Gromov, Almaty; AF — Alexander Fomichev,
Novosibirsk; AP — Alexander Ponomarev,
Rostov-na-Donu; AS — Alexander Slutsky,
Kharkiv; AT — Alexander Tkachenko, Kharkiv;
AnT — Andrei Tanasevitch, Moscow; DL —
Dmitry Logunov, Manchester; KE — Konstan-
tin Evtushenko, Kyiv; EP — Elena Prokopen-
ko, Donetsk; MK — Mykola Kovblyuk, Simf-
eropol; NP — Nina Polchaninova, Kharkiv;

MISIDENTIFICATIONS: This paragraph
includes erroneous records of the species that
we have revealed by re-examining our private
and other relevant collections. Each record is

name of the author who has made this correc-
tion.

NEED CONFIRMATION: If the species
was recorded on the material of a lost collection
and its find was not proved for a given adminis-
trative area or natural region by other authors,
we defined such a record as needed confirma-
tion. This group includes both wide spread
species which finding in the location is quite
possible but has not been proved yet, and spe-
cies which finding is rather doubtful but we
cannot refute them without corresponding ma-
terial or additional investigations.

HABITATS: To avoid numerous repeti-
tions of the same habitats by various authors,
we grouped them in five types (forest, wetland,
meadow, steppe and anthropogenic) and listed
in an appropriate order. Since habitat prefer-
ence of species may change depending on geo-
graphic conditions (Bey-Bienko, 1966), the list
of habitats is given for natural zones and/or
subzones separately. The reference to the au-

thor of publication or personal data is written in
brackets after the name of the habitat — oak f.
(Polchaninova, 2003a; AP pers. data). If indi-
cation of the habitat is doubtful, it is enclosed in
braces — {arable lands (Kirilenko, Legotay,
1984}. Atypical habitat with a single find of
species is marked with an asterisk — stony
steppe* (EP pers. data). In some publications,
steppe habitats are referred as ‘steppe’, ‘steppe
vegetation’, etc. We would like to broaden the
information on habitat distribution of spiders in
steppe communities and, if it is possible to
ascertain, give a corresponding steppe type to
such a record. In the list of habitats, we add an
original name given in the publication — forb-
bunchgrass steppe (as steppe in Grese, 1909,
virgin steppe in Polchaninova, 1990c); On the
other hand, we combined detailed specification
of plant associations into a corresponding steppe
type — bunchgrass steppe (as fescue and/or
feather grass — forb associations, Guryanova,
Khomenko, 1991).

LIST OF HABITATS AND THEIR
ABBREVIATIONS

FORESTS:

Pine forests — natural pine forests in the
forest zone of Ukraine (Polissia) and man-plant-
ed forests of Pinus silvestris on the third valley
terrace on sandy soil in the forest-steppe and
steppe zones (pine f.)

Mixed forests — forests of pine, oak (Quer-
cus robur) and/or birch (Betula spp.) and aspen
(Populus tremula L.) in Polissia, and natural
pine-oak forests on the second valley terrace in
the forest-steppe and steppe zones (so-called
“subor” and “sudubrava”). There are primary,
only pine and oak, and complicated, with maple
(Acer spp.), lime (Tilia spp.), and elm (Ulmus
spp.), variants of this forest type (mixed f.)

Deciduous forests (deciduous f.)

Birch forests in the forest zone (birch f.)

Flood-plain forests (flood-plain f.),

Flood-plain oak forests (flood-plain oak f.)

Sites of a flood-plain forest with domination
of a certain kinds of trees — poplar, birch,
aspen or alder (A4/nus) stands (poplar stands,
birch stands, etc.)

Small natural birch-alder grooves (so-called
“kolki”) in pine forests on the third valley ter-
race on sandy soil in the forest-steppe and steppe
zones (birch-alder kolki); natural oak-birch-
aspen grooves in sandy steppe on the Lower
Dnieper valley terrace (kolki)

Oak forests on the right riverbanks and flat
interfluves (oak f.)

Pine and/or dry oak forests on high chalky
riverbanks (pine and/or oak f. on chalk) — as
plain oak forest in Polchaninova, Prokopenko,
2007a

Oak forests in gullies in the forest-steppe
and steppe zones, so-called “bairak forests”
(bairak f.)
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Forest plantations of various types (as f.
plantations, if they are not specified by the
author; Pinus silvestris — Pinus plantation;
Robinia pseudoacacia — Robinia plantation;
riverbank grooves; pine-birch groove in a plain
oak f. — pine-birch groove)

Shelter forest belts (shelter f. belts)

City parks (parks)

Clear cuttings, forest edges (f. edges). forest
glades (f. glades). Under this name, we also
referred “xerophytous sites” (clear cuttings,
glades, forest edges) in Evtushenko, 1991a

Shrubs of the Prunus silvestris in stony
steppe (blackthorn thickets)

WETLANDS:

Wetlands — “hygrophyte open habitats”
(water bodies, swamp, meadow, field) in Ev-
tushenko, 1991a

Various kinds of marshes: marshes — if they
are not specified by the authors, euthrofic fens
(fens), forest bog with Sphagnum (bog), banks of
reed swamps (reed swamp b.), saline marshes.

Thickets of the Phragmitis communis in
river deltas, so-called “plavni” in Fomichev,
2007 (reed bed)

Shores of water bodies, riverbanks (river
b.), sandy riverbanks (sandy river b.), banks of
saline lakes (saline lake b.), sea shore, bay shoe

Riparian habitats, riparian vegetation, fluvi-
al (marine) detrital deposits

MEADOWS:

Flood-plain (inundated) meadows (flood-
plain mead.)

Wetand/or dry meadows in gullies (wet, dry
mead.)

Dry meadows with steppe vegetation, so-
called “steppe-meadow” (steppe-mead.)

Meadows on saline soil (saline mead.)

Haystacks in meadows (haystacks)

STEPPES:

Gully bottoms and lower parts of slopes,
mainly with mezophytic steppe and/or meadow
vegetation (steppe gullies)

Steppe vegetation on upper parts of gully
slopes and small hills with black soil (steppe
slopes). Clayey, chalky and stony slopes are
referred separately.

Meadow steppes (meadow st.)

Multiherbaceous-bunchgrass or frob-fescue-
feather grass steppes (forb. st.) — as steppe in
Grese, 1909; virgin steppe in Polchaninova,

Bunchgrass or fescue-feather grass steppes

sedge-grasses, etc.) in Guryanova, Khomenko,
1991; steppe in Polchaninova 2001.

Steppes along the sea coast (coastal st.)

Steppes on sandy, chalky, or stony soils
(sandy st., stony st., chalky st.);

stony steppe — as steppe vegetation in Pol-
chaninova, 1998a; stony slopes in Polchanino-
va, 1990.

sandy steppe — as sagebrush-grasses steppe
in Astakhova, Pervakov, 1976; sagebrush-fes-
cue-feathergrass steppe in Polchaninova, 1988;
steppe in Polchaninova, 1992b; steppe in
Kovblyk, 2005; and as semidesert steppes in
Polchaninova, 1990 (the latter is an erroneous
specification of the steppe type).

Granite, limestone, chalk outcrops with bare
soil or scares steppe vegetation.

ANTHROPOGENIC HABITATS:

Fields with various crops (able lands)

Old fields with grass communities on differ-
ent stages of secondary succession — as sec-
ondary steppe formed of ex-croplands in Fo-
michev, 2007 (abandoned lands)

Various plots with ruderal vegetation (rud-
eral veget.)

Grass and soil near footings of rural build-
ings in Gnelitsa, 1998a (near footings)

Territory of industrial enterprises (industri-
al enterprises), territory of a flare plant (flare
plant)

Spoil banks of coalmines (spoil banks), quar-
ries, sand/clay pits

Dwellings and households, apartment build-
ings, basements, cellars, sewer system, sewer
manhole

OTHERS:

Holes of various animals (mammal holes,
rodent holes, fox burrow, marmot burrow etc.)

Fodder of Ficedula albicollis’ nestlings
(Ficedula albicollis” fodder)

GEOGRAPHICAL DISTRIBUTION

To determine the boundaries of species dis-
tributional ranges, we have used modern cata-
logues of world and regional spider faunas (Plat-
nick, 2012; Helsdingen, 2012; Abdurakhmanov
et al., 2012; Danilov, 2008; Mikhailov, 1997—
2000; Buchar, Ruzichka, 2002; Logunov, Ma-
rusik, 2000; Esyunin, Efimik, 1996b; Kovblyuk,
2004b, 2011); identification guides, checklists
(Buckle et al., 2001; Mozaffarian, Marusik,
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2001; Marusik et al., 2002; Tanasevitch, 2005,
2011; Paquin et al., 2010; Nentvig et al., 2012),
and the information kindly provided us by our
colleagues (see acknowledgements).

The scheme of zoogeographical subdivi-
sion of the Palearctic follows O.L. Kryzha-
novsky (2002) with the exception of the Scyth-
ian subregion, which is accepted after E.M.
Lavrenko (1962) and A.F. Emeljanov (1974)
who moved it from the Boreal region to the
Ancient Mediterranean one. The nomenclature
of species ranges is adopted mainly from Gor-
odkov (1984). For the group of Ancient Medi-
terranean ranges, we use the system proposed
by O.L. Kryzhanovsky (2002) with the excep-
tion described above. The names of species
ranges are defined as follows:

Cosmopolitain — occurring in all inhabited
continents.

Semi-cosmopolotain — occurring in three-
four continents.

Holarctic — occurring in both the Palaearc-
tic and the Nearctic.

Palaearctic — occurring across most of
Eurasia and N. Africa.
Amphipalaearctic — occurring in West

Palaearctic and the Far East, mostly demonstat-
ing a European-Far Eastern disjunction.

West-Central Palaearctic— occurring from
Europe and N. Africa east to Middle Siberia
and Central Asia.

West Palaearctic — occurring in Europe,
the Urals, the Caucasus, N. Africa and the Mid-
dle East. The species displaying this range may
also occur in W. Siberia and/or in W. Kazakh-
stan.

West Palaearctic-Nearctic — occurring in
both the West Palaearctic and the Nearctic.

Euro-Siberian — occurring in Europe, W.
and Middle Siberia. The species displaying this
range may also occur in the Caucasus; widely
distributed in Europe, they are often restricted
to the southern regions of Siberia.

European — more or less widespread in
Europe and the Urals, may occur in N. Africa or
the Caucasus. Some species displaying this range
occur in W. Siberia and/or W. Kazakhstan.

Scythian — the range coincides with the
boundaries of the steppe and forest-steppe zones
of Eurasia. Sensu Kryzhanovsky, it stretches
from Pannonian Basin across Europe, the S.
Urals, N. Kazakhstan, steppes of S. Siberia and
N. Mongolia to NE China. The range is divided
into two longitudinal sectors — West Scythian

N.Yu. Polchaninova, E.V. Prokopenko

(to the Altai Mountains) and East Scythian. The
West Scythian one, in its turn, breaks up into
three parts — Pannonian, Pontic and Urals-
Kazakhstan.

Pannonian — occurring in the Pannonian
Basin.

Pontic— occurring in the steppe and forest-
steppe zones of Europe, from the Lower Danube,
the Prut River and the Upper Dniester east to
the western margines of the Caspian Lowland
and foothills of the Urals, south to the Black and
Azove Seas and foothills of the Caucasus. Some
species displaying this range may also occur in
Rumania and Bulgaria.

Ponto-Caspian — occurring from Pontic
steppes east to the Caspian Sea coast.

Ancient Mediterranean — sensu Kryzha-
novsky, the range stretches from Macaronesia,
across the entire Mediterranean, the Middle
East, and Middle Asia to Gobi desert and Tibet.
It also encompasses mountain systems of the
Pirinea, the Apls, the Carpathian, the Caucasus
and N. Turkey. However, as explained earlier,
we consider this range in a wider sense, mean-
ing that it includes the Scythian subregion as
well.

Eastern Ancient Mediterranean — occur-
ring from E. and SE Europe and Minor Asia to
Gobi desert and Tibet.

Western Ancient Mediterranean — occur-
ring from S. Europe and N. Africato W. Kazak-
stan and E. Ciscaspia.

European-Ancient Mediterranean — oc-
curring in Europe and the Ancient Mediterra-
nean region.

Wide Mediterranean — occurring from
Macaronesia across S. Europe and N. Africa to
NW Iran and SE Caucasus. Some species are
also distributed on the northern coast of the
Black Sea and in N. Caucasus.

For the species with narrower, mosaic or
unclear type of ranges, we give countries or
areas of their distribution.

In our book, a list of erroneous and doubtful
records from the territory of Left-bank Ukraine
is arranged separately and follows the checklist
of valid species. Each erroneous record is pro-
vided with the grounds for its exclusion from
the general list. All doubtful records belong to
lost collections (or lost material in present col-
lections), and they are regarded here as “need
confirmation”.

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better investigated. The araneofauna of'the third
subzone of semi-desert steppes has not been
analyzed due to insufficient data.

The number of species in the fauna of ad-
ministrative areas reflects the state of knowl-
edge of the spider fauna but not its natural
diversity (Tab. 3). The territory of Left-Bank
Ukraine completely encompasses six areas

(Chernihiv, Sumy, Poltava, Kharkiv, Donetsk,
and Luhansk), nearly all Zaporizhzhia Area,
more than a half of Dnipropetrovsk and Kher-
son areas, less than one third of Kyiv and
Cherkassy areas, and some villages of Mykolaiv
Area. The araneofauna of Donetsk Area is the
best studied, while that of Cherkassy, Kyiv and
Zaporizhzia areas is the least studied.
