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Introduction

The Catalogue of the spiders of Left-Bank
Ukraine, published in 2013, listed 709 species
from 247 genera and 35 families. It included
literature data, results of the revisions of avail-
able collections, and the authors’ personal ma-
terial at the state of knowledge to December
2012. Since that time, new material has been
collected and new papers have been published
that required updating of the list of species and
localities. The aim of the present Addendum is
to correct the omissions and inaccuracies of the
Catalogue 2013, revise the list of species in
terms of new taxonomic changes and complete
it with the new species and/or localities record-
ed in 2013-2016.

Study area
and methodology

Left-Bank Ukraine is defined as part of
Ukraine east of the Dnieper River. The area in
question lies in three climatic zones: forest,
forest-steppe and steppe. The steppe zone is
divided into three subzones: forb-bunchgrass
steppes, bunchgrass steppes and sagebrush-
bunchgrass, or semi-desert steppes (Fig. 1).

In 2013-2016, the material was collected in
49 localities new to Left-Bank Ukraine. We
gave them continued numbering related to the
Catalogue 2013 (Appendix). Each locality is
indicated on the map, one dot may represent
more than one close locality (Fig. 2—5). We also
shown by triangles 78 “old” localities men-
tioned in the Addedndum in connection with
the new material, new publications and/or revi-
sion of species identifications. Some literature
sources do not specify localities, citing admin-
istrative units or geographic regions (“Kozeletz
District”, “Chernihivske Polissia™). In this case,
the area or region is marked on the map as an
empty circle/triangle. Such references as ‘South
Ukraine”, “Ukrainian steppes” are not mapped.

For the administrative units of Ukraine, we
use “Area” instead of “Oblast” and “District”
instead of “Raion”. The list of collecting loca-
lities is arranged in the table by administrative
areas, new localities following the old ones
within the areas (see Appendix). Each locality
is provided with the geographic coordinates. If
a reference contains only a district/area name,

the name and coordinates of the district centre
are enclosed in parentheses: “Kharkiv Area”
(Kharkiv, 50°05'N 36°13’E). The English names
of localities are transliterated from Ukrainian
according to the official rules approved by the
Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine (Decree No.55
27 of January 2010).

In the Addendum, we keep the structure of
the Catalogue 2013. The families are given
systematically while genera and species are
arranged alphabetically. We use the nomencla-
ture of the WSC 2017 with minor exceptions. If
a taxon name has been changed since 2013, we
give this recent name, and, in parenthesis, the
name used in the Catalogue 2013. Species new
to Left-Bank Ukraine are marked with an excla-
mation point (!). Erroneous and doubtful records
to Left-Bank Ukraine as a whole are arranged
separately in the end of the checklist. Erroneous
records to the particular localities are included
in the main list.

Each species is provided with the following
information:

RECORDS: the name of administrative area
is given as the name of its capital in both bold
and italics — Kharkiv, except Dnipropetrovsk
Area, which capital has been renamed Dnipro,
while the area retained the old name — Dni-
propetrovsk. Then, the localities are listed in
square brackets (number and name) with a re-
ference to a publication or personal data —
[129. Krynychne] Polchaninova, 2015a; [187.
Starobesheve] EP pers. data. If a paper regards
two localities without specification in which
one the species has been found, the localities
are given in brackets by a comma — [197.
Heroiske, 198. Rybalche]; if two or more local-
ities delineate a certain area, they are given by a
dash — [84. Kamianka — 87. Lyman Pershyi].
Some localities, cited in the Catalogue, were
specified and recorded more precisely in later
publications. In this case, we cite both names —
[296. Siedove (as 197. Novoazovsk, Catal.,
2013)]. If a species was recorded under another
name, this name is written in parentheses after
the author’s name — Polchaninova, 2013h (Z.
kukushkini) as a synonym, Polchaninova, 2012b
(sub Philodromus glaucinus) in case of errone-
ous identification. If the author refers the spe-
cies according to the literature data, his name is
written in italics — Kovblyuk et al., 2013.

When referring to personal data, we use the
following abbreviations: AF — Alexandr Fo-

michev, Novosibirsk; AS — Alexandr Slutsky,
Kharkiv; EP — Elena Prokopenko, Donetsk;
ES — Eugeny Singaevsky, Kyiv; KE — Kon-
stantin Evtushenko, Kyiv; NP— Nina Polchani-
nova, Kharkiv; VG — Valery Gnelitsa, Sumy.

Citations in the P. Drensky’s papers (Dren-
sky, 1936, 1939, 1940, 1942, 1943) need spe-
cial explanation. When analyzing species geo-
graphic distribution, the author followed the
Catalog of Russian spiders (Kharitonov (Chari-
tonov), 1932) naming the government capitals.
Since that time, the administrative division of
Ukraine has been changed dramatically: the
governments have been divided into areas
(oblast), some localities are now part of the
Russian Federation, others lie within Right-
Bank Ukraine, some towns and villages have
been renamed several times, moreover, their
transliteration in English differ from those in
German, given in the Kharitonov’s Catalogue.

For example, Lycosa singoriensis was recorded
as Jekaterinosslaw (Drensky, 1936). Actually,
the species was collected in the vicinity of
Alexandrovsk (now Zaporizhzhia, the capital
of administrative area), Jekaterinosslaw (Ekate-
rinoslav) was renamed Dnipropetrovsk, and
then in 2015, Dnipro. Therefore, the record is
to be cited as Zaporizhzhia or Zaposizhzhia
Area.

To avoid misunderstanding, we compared
all the Drensky’s citations with the Kharitonov’s
Catalogue and original papers. As a result, we
indicated in the Addendum the modern names
of administrative areas followed by the names
after Kharitonov and Drensky in the original
transliteration — [119. Kharkiv Area (as Char-
kov)] Drensky, 1940; [283. Luhansk Area (as
Jekaterinosslaw)] Drensky, 1939.

MISIDENTIFICATIONS: the paragraph
includes erroneous records followed by correct

species names and references to the author(s) of
those corrections.

NEED CONFIRMATION: we cite here
the records based on lost materials, juvenile
specimens, photos, and/or specimens, which
need further examination.

ERRONEOUS / DOUBTFUL CITA-
TION: the paragraph includes incorrect nomina-
tion of administrative areas and/or records with-
out the references to original literature sources.

HABITATS: We grouped habitats in five
types (forest, wetland, meadow, steppe and an-
thropogenic) and listed them in an appropriate
order within the natural zones and subzones.
The information is provided with the references
to the author or personal data in parentheses —

floodplain meadow (Polchaninova, 2015), burnt
steppe (EP pers. data). If an indication of the
habitat is doubtful or refers to erroneous record,
itis enclosed in brackets — {arable lands (Kiri-
lenko, Legotay, 1984)}. Atypical habitat with a
single find of species is marked with an asterisk.
We use the following abbreviations: b.—banks
of water bodies, f. — forest, mead. — meadow,
st. — steppe.

Forest habitats include pine, mixed, decidu-
ous forests; floodplain oak forests and oak fo-
rests on the upper interfluves, alder stands in
river floodplains, natural forests growing in the
gullies within the forest-steppe and northern
part of the steppe zones (so-called “bairak fo-
rests”), small natural grooves of the oak, birch

and alder trees on the sandy terraces in the river
valleys (“kolki”), forest shelterbelts, forest plan-
tations (mainly Pinus silvestris, in the south
also Robinia pseudoacasia), arboretums, and
city parks.

Wetland habitats are less numerous: swamps,
bogs, saline marshes and banks of various water

bodies — lakes, rivers, former river beds,
springs, ponds, as well as sea and bay shores.
We distinguished floodplain meadows by
their humidity (mesic and wet) and salinity.
Steppe-meadow describes the driest meadow
type with the steppe species on the sloping
riverbanks and gully slopes. Some authors write

just “meadow’ without their specification.

Steppe types are given according to their
classification by dominant species (zonal mea-
dow steppes in the forest-steppe natural zone,
forb-bunchgrass and bunchgrass steppes of the
steppe zone), and edafic components (sandy,
chalky, stony). Some papers concern anthropo-
genic impact on steppe communities, and we
follow the author's definition, such as burnt/
unburnt, grazed/ungrazed, mowed steppe, etc.

Anthropogenic habitats include agricultural
fields, industrial enterprises, spoil banks of
coalmines, quarries, ash dumps of thermal po-
wer plants, flare plants in the gas and oil fields,
compartment and household buildings, rural
dwellings and farmyards.

Animal fodder and results of their digging
activities (holes, burrows, and heaps) are dis-
tinguished as separate groups.

References. In the literature index, we lis-
ted all the papers concerning spiders of Left-
Bank Ukraine published in 20132016, includ-
ing papers without species—locality indication.
We also added earlier articles omitted in the
Catalogue 2013, as well as the articles contain-
ing records, which need reexamination and clari-
fication.

Conclusion

To date, the araneofauna of Left-Bank
Ukraine includes 728 species from 266 genera
and 35 families. Compared to the Catalogue

2013, two species (Pulchellodromus glaucinis
and Nesticus eremita) were excluded from the
list as erroneous identification and the two spe-
cies (Xysticus caperatus and Drassylus crime-
aensis) as needed further examination. One spe-
cies (Ozyptila rauda) was restored to the list
from the doubtful records. Three species (Cen-
tromerus serratus, Philodromus marmoratus
and Aelurillus m-nigrum) were previously re-
corded from the area in question, but omitted in
the Catalogue 2013. Nine species (Agyneta bir-
ulaioides, Pachygnatha clerckoides, Titanoeca
psammophila, Cheiracanthium gratum, Tra-
chyzelotes adriaticus, Pulchellodromus rufi-
capilis, Sibianor larae, Sibianor tantulus, Ta-
lavera logunovi) were added to the list after
reexamination of the materials deposited in pri-
vate collections. One species (Agyneta pinico-
la) was described as new to science, and nine
species (Carpathonesticus cf. eriashvilii, Agy-
neta saaristoi, Mecynargus foveatus, Russo-
campus polchaninovae, Pardosa maisa, Dicty-
na major, Emblyna brevidens, Lathys lehtine-
ni, L. nielseni) were collected from Left-Bank
Ukraine for the first time. We have not included
in the list two species — Acartauchenius sp.
(Prokopenko, Savchenko, 2013¢) and Car-
pathonesticus sp. (Polchaninova, Prokopenko,
2013, erroneously as Nesticus eremita), which
are presumably new to science and need de-
scription.

Over the past three years, the arachnologi-
cal studies in Left-Bank Ukraine have been
conducted mainly in the Kharkiv, Poltava and

local species lists (Table 1). Nevertheless, Do-
netsk Area remains best investigated within the
study area. The araneofauna of the forb-bunch-
grass steppe subzone (Steppe I) is also the
richest due to its vast area, habitat diversity and
plenty of research works conducted in its terri-
tory. At the same time, the list of spiders of the
forest-steppe zone has increased by 10%, and it
is expected to be much richer in the course of
future studies.

In the references to the Catalogue 2013, we
listed 260 literature sources. The Addendum
contains 53 new papers published in 2013—
2016, and eight papers dated 2012 but became
available in early 2013. We also added 62
earlier papers omitted in the Catalogue. Of
these, the seventeen contained original records
while the others cited only literature data.
Thus, the updated bibliographic list concer-
ning spiders of Left-Bank Ukraine includes
383 sources.
